EVENT INFORMATION 
 

PARKING 
All spectators and minibuses may use any available space in the ISSC car park. We ask 
large coaches to use the coach bay behind the sports hall, where possible. 

LATE ARRIVALS 
Should a team be late arriving, or late onto the pitch for the start of their game, the 
team will forfeit the game automatically and the score will be noted as a 3-0 loss. 

TOURNAMENT SCHEDULE 
All pitches will be available for warm ups between 9am and 10am, with matches 
starting promptly at 10am. There will be a briefing for all team managers/ coaches at 
9.30am on the balcony of the sports centre. The first named team will start with the 
ball. 

REFEREES 
Each team will need to bring a competent umpire. For all pool games, teams will 
umpire themselves. 

QUALIFICATION PROCESS 
The top 2 teams will go through to the IAPS Finals on Monday 10th March at 
Framingham College. 

FIRST AID 
There will be a trained first aider on site to assist with any injuries throughout the day. 

CHANGING FACILITIES 
Each team will be allocated their own changing room. There will be separate changing 
facilities for participants to officials. 

REFRESHMENTS 
Ipswich School will provide snacks through the day for participants as well as the cafe 
being open where you can purchase hot and cold beverages throughout the day. 



PRIZE GIVING 
The prize giving will take place promptly after the final game at 2.30pm. We would like 
to encourage all teams to stay for the prize giving, which will take place on the balcony 
outside the bar. 

RESULTS 
Runners will be allocated on each pitch to collect results at the end of each game. 
All results will be posted on SOCS and there will also be a results table located in the 
sports centre bar. 

KIT 
In the event of a clash of colour, the second named team will change.

CODE OF CONDUCT FOR 
SPECTATORS 

 

Where permitted, we are delighted to welcome spectators to attend IAPS events. 

As a spectator/parent at an IAPS sports event, you have a responsibility to: 

1. Be a positive role model and lead by example. Children are involved in sport for 
their enjoyment and without undue spectator pressure. 

2. Encourage children to play by the rules and respect the officials. 

3. Always respect the officials and their decisions. Video evidence will not be 
accepted in any cases to dispute decisions. 

4. Always respect the coaches and their decisions. They give their time, energy and 
experience to coach the children. 

5. Refrain from any form of bad language or poor behaviour towards players, officials 
and fellow spectators. 

6. Be friendly and respectful to the opposition. 

7. Teach children that effort and teamwork are as important as victory so that the 
result of each game is accepted without undue disappointment. 

8. Turn defeat into victory by helping children work towards skill improvement and a 
positive sporting attitude.

10. Try to relax and enjoy the event! 

IAPS wants all competitions to run without any negative incidents. Excitement and 
emotions can run high at events, not least amongst the supporters. Unpleasant and 
inappropriate behaviour is very rarely seen but you should be aware that IAPS retains 
the right to ask you to leave the event if you fail to comply with the code of conduct.
