Always respect the officials and their decisions. Video evidence will not
be accepted in any cases to dispute decisions.

Always respect the coaches and their decisions. They give their time,
energy and experience to coach the children.

Refrain from any form of bad language or poor behaviour towards
players, officials and fellow spectators.

Be friendly and respectful to the opposition

Teach children that effort and teamwork are as important as victory so
that the result of each game is accepted without undue disappointment

Turn defeat into victory by helping children work towards skill
improvement and a positive sporting attitude.
