RULES AND REGULATIONS

Rules and regulations:
Number of players in the squad

Minimum 7 players, maximum 10 players in a squad.

Equipment

10ft post

Size 5 ball

Umpiring

This is a school’s event, and it is assumed that all umpires will officiate

fairly and without bias. All teams are expected to abide by this principle.

Pool stage

The group order will be decided by the number of points scored by each

team. In the event of a tie on points, the following will decide final placings:

1.Goal difference*

2.Total goals scored.

3.Result between the two teams

*Goal difference is calculated as the number of goals scored in all league

matches minus the number of goals conceded.

e.g. - Team 1 – 15 goals for – 5 goals against = +10 (this team wins)

- Team 2 – 19 goal for – 10 goals against = +9

Knockout stage

In the event of a draw in the knockout stages, the winner will be decided

by:

1.1.5 minutes of extra time. (There will be a 2-minute interval after full time

before starting the extra time)

2.A period of “Golden Goal”. The first team to score a goal wins the match.

The match does not stop after the 5 minutes, but the umpires

communicate loudly and clearly that the match has now moved into

golden goal.
