We will be playing 8 aside cricket with a maximum of 10 players in the squad. 

The format of the games will follow ESCA guidelines: 

8 aside- 4 pairs - 4 overs per pair 

Each outfield player to bowl 2 overs each, with 2 players bowling 3. The WK does not bowl. 

Teams start on 200 runs. 

Minus 5 runs for each wicket that falls.  The Batter who is out must not face the next ball. 

2 runs will be added for a wide and a no ball, except in the final over of each innings which will 
be a normal over of cricket.

Match 2 – 12.30pm – 2.30pm  

Match 3 – 2.45pm – 4.45pm 

Departure – 5pm 

These timings are guidelines as if schools are all on site and are happy to commence playing 
then we can start Match 1 earlier.
