Video evidence will not
be accepted in any cases to dispute decisions.

4. Always respect the coaches and their decisions. They give their tfime,
energy and experience to coach the children.

5. Refrain from any form of bad language or poor behaviour towards
players, officials and fellow spectators.

6. Befriendly and respectful to the opposition.

7. Teach children that effort and teamwork are as important as victory so

that the result of each game is accepted without undue disappointment.

8. Turndefeatinto victory by helping children work towards skill
improvement and a positive sporting attitude.

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EVENT INFORMATION

The tournament is being played at our Brighton College Jubilee Ground BN2
S5UA. Parking is available for all schools and a number of spectators at the
Jubilee but once full there will be a shuttle service from Black Rock Car Park
(Madeira Drive, Brighton, BN2 1DZ).

Registration will open for teams at 10.30am. All fixtures are due to start
promptly at 171.00am. Fixtures are expected to start promptly according to
the schedule..

All schools should aim to arrive no later than 20 minutes before their first
fixture to register.

Brighton College (Senior School) will provide umpires for the group stages.
Neutral umpires will referee the waterfall fixtures following the final group
matches.

The two finalists at the end of the tournament will qualify for nationals.

Medical staff will be on-site; however, all schools are encouraged to bring
their own medical bag to attend to any minor injuries.

Only school participants will have access to changing facilities within the
Pavilion. School staff will have limited access to a separate staff changing
room should they need to use this facility.

Hot match teas will be provided for all school staff and participants. This will
be available throughout the day inside the Pavilion. Spectators can help
themselves to teq, coffee and spectators’ teas.

All
commission made from merchandise is directly put back into running the
sports programme. Merchandise can be bought online or at several IAPS
sport events.

Results for
individual sports events will not be available live but will be published on our
website as soon as possible after the event.

Please note all results are now published in the member area of our website
which is only accessible to school staff. Parents should request any
information from the school.

There is no professional photography at IAPS Sport events, however parents
and spectators can take their own pictures. There is no law against taking
photos at public events for personal use, including pictures of other people’s
children (Ask the Police, 2018). IAPS asks parents and spectators to be
cautious when sharing any images on social media.

*  Emily Nemeth of Brighton College will act as tournament referee in the
instance of any disputes or issues. No results will be published by the
organisers or IAPS on the day or post-event.

*  Match Duration: 7 minutes each way

*  Pool Stage Scoring: 5 points for a win, 3 points for a draw, 1 point for
scoring 50% or more of the winning teams score

*  Pool Stage Group Order: This will be decided by the number of points
scored by each team. In the event of a tie on points, the following will
decide final placings: 1. Goal difference*, 2. Total goals scored, 3. Result
between the two teams

*Goal difference is calculated as the number of goals scored in all pool matches
minus the number of goals conceded. e.g. Team 1: 15 goals for -5 goals against
= +10 (this team wins) Team 2: 19 goal for -10 goals against = +9
