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Event information 

Age groups 
 

- U11 in the morning session and U13 in the afternoon session. 

Eligibility 
 

- Pupils can only take part in one age group throughout the whole competition. 

Entries 
 

- Schools may enter 4 competitors per age group, per gender.  

- Schools may enter a total of 16 competitors. 

Format 
 

- This tournament is a singles competition for girls and boys. 

- Competitors will play a round robin format followed by a knockout cup and 

plate competition. 

- All pupils will be allocated to a competition table on arrival. Pupils on each 

table will be split into two groups of four (group ‘A’ and group ‘B’). Pupils will 

play in a round robin competition with the pupils in their group, after this they 

will stay on their table and play off against the competitors in the other group 

on their table. This will give the rankings for each player on the table. Only the 

first two players on each table will progress through to the main competition 

knockout stages. At this stage the remaining pupils will have finished their 

competition and will be free to leave. 

- Matches will be 2 games to 11 with a sudden death at 10 all.  

- The draw will be done in April.

- Competitors should be dressed appropriately. 

- No white shirts are to be worn. 

- Tracksuits are not suitable for actual play.
