Date: Friday 7th February 2025 

Venue: Woodhouse Grove School, Apperley Lane, Bradford, BD10 0NR 

Start: Play will start at 1pm. Courts will be open from 12:30pm 

Parking: For coaches and mini buses, please park in the designated coach bay parallel 
to the sports fields or in the parking bays located next to the netball courts (near the 
white dome). 

Changing Rooms and Toilets: Our cabin, located just up from the netball courts, will 
be open for both parent and student toilets. We kindly ask that students use the 
footpath to walk to and from the toilets for safety and ease of access. Although the 
outdoor courts are covered it still can get cold so please ensure your players have 
enough layers for the day. 

Food: Unfortunately, there will be no food available for the students on the day. 
However, the cabin will be open for parents and staff to purchase teas, coffees, and 
snacks throughout the afternoon. 

First Aid: While there will be no designated medical staff at the tournament, our 
school’s medical centre will be open for any urgent needs. Additionally, all PE staff are 
first aid trained and will be available to assist if required. 

Umpiring: As per the IAPS rules, please ensure that you have a confident umpire for all 
your matches. This will help ensure the smooth running of the tournament and 
adherence to the game regulations. 

Order of Play: Please find the order of play below. Each game will consist of two 6-
minute halves. The matches will follow the Bee Netball Stinger Stage Rules, including: 

• No WA/WD positions 
• A 4-second held ball rule.
